Saint Monica, the mother of Saint
Augustine, prayed for his conversion for
years. She is the patron saint of difficult
marriages, disappointing children, and
the conversion of relatives. Her feast day
is August 27. Catholic Apostolate

Society of St Monica was founded for the purpose of uniting in prayer for
those who have fallen away from the Church, especially adult children. The
group has members in every State and in many other countries.

St Augustine was brought up a Christian but left the Church early,
seeking the truth in other sects. Through the prayers of his mother and the
teaching of St Ambrose of Milan, he was baptized in 387 at the age of of 31,
shortly before his mother’s death.

Augustine’s copious writings left us a precious legacy. His Confessions and
The City of God are classics of Western civilization. He was declared a
Doctor of the Church by Pope Boniface VIII in 1308. His feast day is
August 28.
